We are very pleased to tell you that the person giving you this letter will be working as a volunteer leader with Falcon Camps this summer. We are writing to ask for your support in their role in this ministry. 

Falcon Camps are subsidised Christian holidays for 8-18 year olds run by CPAS for children and young people who face disadvantage at home. The aim of all Falcon Camps is to make sure the young people have a great holiday with lots of fun and hear about the good news of Jesus. These holidays have been run for around 100 years and sadly today there is as much need as ever. Many youngsters endure physical or mental abuse, parents with drug or alcohol problems, poverty, neglect and broken homes. Approximately 450 children attend a Falcon Camp each year.

We provide fun holidays with Christian teaching through a carefully planned programme, and the leaders play a vital part in demonstrating Christian family values throughout the week. The difference it makes is tangible. On the last evening at one Falcon Camp, six young people responded to the invitation to choose Jesus for themselves. 
It is also a very positive experience for our volunteers. They have opportunities to develop their skills and experience, often with a direct benefit for their church when they return. Our hope is to return volunteers to you more inspired, better equipped, and with a deeper faith to serve in your church throughout the rest of the year. 

We are asking you to support volunteers from your church serving on a Falcon Camp, because they are involved in mission. All of our volunteers play a vital role in introducing the children and young people to Jesus, whether it’s through working in the kitchen, organising activities, giving talks or leading small groups.

There are two main ways your church can be involved in the exciting life-changing work of Falcon Camps:
